Built in 2023, "The Shelter"* is a ground floor residence with basement, located in R /I_ — N
the suburbs of Patras, Kato Kastritsi. The concept of the design concerns a linear - T
structure that acts like a shelter in the landscape, bisecting the plot and dividing it ——

in two parts, the one behind, which consists of the olive grove, and the one in front _

of the shelter which forms the residents’ relaxation area. / ‘
The way in which this strict linear element engraves the landscape, in relation to [ :

its position and transparency, constitute a shell-like structure that harmoniously

encloses all the dwelling functions.

Within this shell, which faces straight ahead towards the view of the gulf of Patras, 3

all the areas of the residence are structured. Both the circulation inside the house = . e o 9
and the sequence of the separated spaces reinforce the idea of linearity. Its linearity B o ‘ T
is reflected in the flow of moving inside, as well as in the structure of the functions

and spaces of the residence. The internal linear layout of the spaces combined with KATOWH IZOTEIOY
the transparency of the facade offers direct view at the gulf of Patras. Moreover, GROUND FLOOR PLAN
it enhances the resident’s connection with the natural environment -the garden, I e
any time of the day, anywhere one stands. The morphology of the shell and its

geometry create all the semi-outdoor spaces of the residence, which are the main o

characteristic of the "shelter". Another equally important element of the building

is its main facade, the northwest, due to the tension created by the contrast of .

the materiality of the shell with the transparency of the spaces it encloses, which { ‘
reinforces the idea of a “shelter” in the landscape. ‘
